The candidates will be required to secure at least 50% marks in the concerned discipline and also at
least 50% marks in aggregate out of total maximum marks in the on-line examination, to be called for
skill test/practical test/trade test, which shall be qualifying in nature.

The total time for the test is 120 minutes; however you may have to be at the venue for approximately
180 minutes including the time required for logging in, collection of the call letters, going through the instructions etc.
All tests except test of English Language will be provided in English and Hindi. Each test is separately timed.
Candidates can attempt questions in a particular test during the time allotted for that test only. All the questions will
have multiple choices. Out of the five answers to a question only one will be the correct answer. You have to select
the most appropriate answer and ‘mouse click’ that alternative which you feel is appropriate/ correct. The
alternative/ option that you have clicked on will be treated as your answer to that question. There will be
penalty for wrong answers marked by you. For every wrong answer marked by you, 0.25 marks i.e. 1/4th of
the marks assigned to that question will be deducted as penalty.

The Scores of Online Examination will be obtained by adopting the following procedure :

() Number of questions answered correctly by a candidate in each objective test is considered for arriving at the
Corrected Score after applying penalty for wrong answers.

(i) The Corrected Scores so obtained by a candidate are made equivalent to take care of the minor difference in
difficulty level, if any, in each of the objective tests held in different sessions to arrive at the Equated Scores*

*Scores obtained by candidates on any test are equated to the base form by considering the distribution of scores of
all the forms.

(i) Test wise scores and scores on total is reported with decimal points upto two digits.

Details of the On-line Examination Pattern

The examination would be conducted on-line i.e. on a computer.
All tests except of English Language will be in English and Hindi.

All the questions will have multiple choices. Out of the five answers to a question only one will be the correct answer. The
candidate has to select the most appropriate answer and ‘mouse click’ that alternative which he/ she feels is
appropriate/ correct. The alternative/ option that is clicked on will be treated as the answer to that question. Answer
to any question will be considered for final evaluation, only when candidates have submitted the answers by
clicking on “Save & Next” or “Mark for Review & Next”.

The clock has been set at the server and the countdown timer at the top right corner of your screen will display the time
remaining for you to complete the exam. When the clock runs out the exam ends by default - you are not required to end or
submit your exam.

The question palette at the right of screen shows one of the following statuses of each of the questions numbered:

The Marked for Review status simply acts as a reminder that you have set to look at the question again. If an answer is
selected for a question that is Marked for Review, the answer will be considered in the final evaluation.

You can move the mouse cursor over the section names to view the status of the questions for that section.

You can shuffle between the questions within a particular section during the examination as per time allocated to particular
tests.

The candidates are requested to follow the instructions of the “Test Administrator” carefully. If any candidate does not follow
the instructions / rules, it would be treated as a case of misconduct/ adoption of unfair means and such a candidate would
be liable for debarment from appearing for examinations for a period as decided by BIS.

General Instructions:

Please note date, Reporting time and venue address of the examination given in the call letter.

You may visit the venue one day before the Online Examination to confirm the location so that you are able to report on
time (as printed on the call letter) on the day of the examination. Late comers will not be allowed.

The call letter should be brought with you to the examination venue along with your recent passport size photograph duly
pasted on it. (Preferably the same photograph as was as uploaded).

You must scrupulously follow the instructions of the Test Administrator and BIS Representative at the examination venue. If
you violate the instructions you will be disqualified and will be asked to leave the examination venue.

Biometric data (thumb impression) and photograph will be captured twice at the examination venue i.e. before the start of
examination and after completion of examination. Decision of the Biometric data verification authority with regard to its status
(matched or mismatched) shall be final and binding upon the candidates. Refusal to participate in the process of
biometric data capturing / verification on any occasion may lead to cancellation of candidature. With regards to the
same, please note the following :

Please note that
your name as appearing on the call letter (provided by you during the process of registration) should exactly match the
name as appearing on the photo identity proof. Female candidates who have changed first/last/middle name post marriage
must take special note of this.

A Candidate must have AarogyaSetu App installed on his mobile phone. The AarogyaSetu status must show
candidate’s risk factor.
