1. Ulghulan Movement — A tribal revolt led by Birsa Munda in
the late 19th century in Jharkhand. It was a tribal uprising.
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2. Sapha Har Movement — A Bhagat movement among the
Santals in Bihar region, primarily a tribal socio-religious
reform movement.

3. Kacha Naga Rebellion — A tribal uprising by the Kacha
Naga tribe in the Naga Hills (present-day Nagaland), also
tribal in nature.

4. Ghadar Movement — A revolutionary nationalist movement
by Indians living abroad (especially in the US and Canada)
during the early 20" century. It aimed at overthrowing
British rule through armed revolution, and was not tribal.

e The Indian National Congress (INC) session of 1920 that
endorsed the programme of the Non-Cooperation
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Movement was held at: Nagpur.

e The Nagpur Session of the INC in December 1920, under
the presidency of C. Vijayaraghavachariar, officially
adopted Gandhiji’'s Non-Cooperation programme.

e This session also marked a shift in Congress membership
policy and reorganization on a linguistic basis.

Pitt’s India Act — 1784
e This act was passed to address the shortcomings of the
Regulating Act of 1773.
e It brought British political control over the East India
Company.
e Established a Board of Control to supervise the civil,
military, and revenue affairs of the Company in India.
Charter Act - 1813
e Ended the East India Company’s monopoly over Indian
trade, except for trade in tea and with China.
e Allowed Christian missionaries to propagate their religion
in India.
e First time the British Parliament acknowledged the need
for education in India, allocating %1 lakh for the purpose.

Government of India Act — 1935
e A major constitutional reform by the British.
e Introduced provincial autonomy and proposed an All India
Federation.
e Introduced bicameralism in provinces and expanded the
franchise.
Indian Councils Act — 1853
e It was the first step towards parliamentary system in India.
e Enlarged the Governor-General’s Council for legislative
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purposes.
e For the first time, the separation of legislative and
executive functions was attempted.

Explanation:

e Dadabhai Naoroji was the first to articulate the 'Drain of
Wealth' theory in the 19th century.

e He explained how Britain was draining India’s wealth
through:
oEXxcessive taxation
oRemittances by British officials to England
oPurchase of British goods with Indian money
oHome charges (expenses of the British government in
India paid from Indian revenue)

e His famous book “Poverty and Un-British Rule in India”
(1901) laid out the theory in detail.

e R.C. Dutt: Popularized and expanded on the theory, but
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not the first to propose it.
e Gopal Krishna Gokhale and MG Ranade: Economists and
reformers but did not originate the theory.
