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Vaikam Satyagraha

The first major struggle of the movement was the famous Vaikam Satyagraha
(1924-25). In addition to T. K. Madhavan several other top leaders like K. P.
Kesava Menon, Mannath Pamaanabhan, Changanacherry Parameswaran
Pillai, C.V. Kunhiraman and K. Kelappan were associated with the Vaikam
Satyagraha. Its aim was to get the approach roads to the Vaikam temple opened
for the Avarnas of the Hindu community. One of the highlights of the
Satvagraha was the Savarna Jatha organised under the leadership of Mannath
Padmanabhan, by the caste Hindus who supported the movement. The
members of the Jatha came to Trivandrum and submitted their demand
before the Regent Setu Lakshmi Bai. The Vaikam Satvagraha and the Savarna
Jatha helped to influence public opinion in the State in favour of temple
entry. Though the Satyvagrahis at Vaikam were arrested and harassed in many
ways during the 20 month old struggle, the Satyagraha finally ended in success

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This was written on a board placed a hundred metres from
the Vaikom temple.

The Vaikom Satyagraha was a major struggle for the
freedom of travelling that took place in Kerala when the
national movement was gaining strength. The people who
were considered inferior were not allowed to walk on the
approach roads of Vaikom temple. The satyagraha began on
March 30, 1924, in protest against this discrimination.

This satyagraha was led by T. K. Madhavan, K. Kelappan,
K. P. Kesava Menon and others. The Vaikom Satyagraha,
which attracted national attention, ended with the mediation
of Mahatma Gandhi. On November 23, 1925, all the roads on
all three sides of the temple (except two lanes leading to the
Eastern Gate) were opened to all Hindus.

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Dalit communities like the Pulayas. Dr. Palpu
focused on Ezhava reforms via SNDP Yogam and
earlier efforts like theEzhava Sabha.

Ayyankali's Organizations

e Brahma Nishta Mattam: An early group organized before
SJPS, providing experience for later activism.

e All Travancore Pulaya Mahasabha: Formed after SUPS
weakened, to continue Dalit advocacy.

Dr. Palpu's Organizations

e Travancore Ezhava Sabha (or Ezhava Mahajana Sabha)
Precursor to SNDP, focused on Ezhava rights via petitions
like the 1896 Ezhava Memorial.
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
